In 1921, he
won the Nobel Prize for physics for his explanation of the photoelectric effect.
From 1901 to 1954 Albert Einstein published more than 300 scientific works.
TIME magazine named him “Person of the Century” in 1999. He died on April
18, 1955, in Princeton, New Jersey.
